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Medicare Supplement 
 
Are you at the age that you need a Medicare 
supplement?  Would a Medigap policy be 
right for you?  What is a Medigap policy?   
 
A Medigap policy (also called “Medicare 
Supplement Insurance”) is private insurance 
that is designed to supplement Original 
Medicare.  It helps pay some of the health 
care costs (“gaps”) that Original Medicare 
does not; costs like co-payments, 
coinsurance, and deductibles.  Besides some 
of the cost it may also cover certain things 
that Medicare does not cover.  If you are in 
Original Medicare and you have a Medigap 
policy, Medicare will pay its share of the 

Medicare-approved amounts for covered 
health care cost.  Then your Medigap policy 
pays its share.  (Medicare doesn’t pay any of 
the costs for you to get a Medigap policy.)  
A Medigap policy is different than a 
Medicare Advantage Plan (like a HMO or 
PPO) because it’s not a way to get Medicare 
benefits.   
 
Every Medigap policy must follow federal 
& state laws designed to protect you, it must 
also be clearly identified as “Medicare 
Supplement Insurance.”  Medigap insurance 
companies can only sell you a 
“standardized” Medigap policy identified by 
letters A through L.   
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mechanic inspect your 
alignment at each oil 
change.   
 

When buying tires 
look for the 
government rating 
printed on the side of 
the tires.   
 
The grade of tire 
traction and 
temperature are rated 
as A, B, or C.   
 

A - Best 
B - Intermediate 
C - Acceptable 
 

If you drive for long 
periods of time or 
often haul heavy 
loads you may want 
to consider a grade A 
or B tire.  
�

Are your tires safe? 
 

Are your tires low?  Do 
they have adequate 
tread?  Notice a shimmy 
in your steering wheel?  
Do you frequently haul 
or pull heavy loads?  If 
you answered yes to 
any of these questions 
then there may be extra 
stress on your tires.   
 

Under inflated tires can 
be a hazard as well, it 
can lead to blowouts 
and/or tread separation.  
Auto safety experts 
agree tires that are 
under inflated as little 
as four pounds per 
square inch (psi) may 
be unsafe.  The correct 
psi can always be found 
on the tire itself.  But if 
you can not read it then 
here are a couple of 
places to check: in your 
owner’s manual, on the 

plate on the driver’s 
side door pillar, or 
inside the glove box.   
 

Another area of strain to 
tires is weight overload.  
To ensure your car tires 
will hold up under the 
stress of towing a heavy 
load such as a boat or 
trailer, you may want to 
increase the pressure in 
each tire.  Again check 
with the car 
manufacture first.   
 
Make sure to have your 
tires checked at least 2 
times a year.  A shimmy 
in your steering wheel 
may indicate a faulty 
front tire.  Check your 
tires and the tread 
closely.  The average 
life span of most tires is 
around 40,000 miles.  
It’s also a good idea to 
have a certified 
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Each standardized 
Medigap policy must 
offer the same basic 
benefits, no matter 
which insurance 
company sells it.  The 
only difference in 
Medigap policies sold 
by different insurance 
companies is cost.  
 
When is the best time to 
buy a Medigap policy?  
The best time to buy 
one is during your 
Medigap open 
enrollment period. 
 
Medigap open 
enrollment period lasts 
for 6 months.  It starts 
on the first day of the 

month in which you are 
both:  
 
·  Age 65 or older 
·  Enrolled in 

Medicare Part B 
 
Once the 6-month 
Medigap open 
enrollment period starts, 
it can not be changed.  
During which period, an 
insurance company 
cannot:  
 
·  Deny you insurance 

coverage 
·  Place conditions on 

a policy (like 
making you wait for 
coverage to start) 

·  Charge you more 
for a policy because 
of past or present 
health problems.  

 
If you buy a Medigap 
policy during your 
Medigap open 
enrollment period, the 
insurance company 
must shorten the 
waiting period for pre-
existing conditions by 
the amount of previous 
health coverage you 
have.  This is called 
“creditable coverage.”
